Classroom Procedures and Expectations for German III 

Ms. Parsons, German Teacher

Guten Tag!  German III is an exciting year in language development. Students move beyond basic skills and expand their ability to new and unforeseen situations.  All skill areas are targeted: speaking, reading, writing and listening.  In addition, culture is discussed in depth in German. At the end of the year, we will study the Holocaust.  This unit will be a mixture of German and English.  Students will also read several easy readers and short stories during the course.  Another major unit is a debate unit that focuses primarily on speaking with some written work included. By the end of the year, some students will have transitioned to “thinking” in German.

A)  You are expected to come prepared to class.  This means bringing any books, assignments or other materials needed for that day.

B)  You are expected to respect your classmates and treat them as you would like to be treated.  This means no putdowns or cruel teasing.

C)  Homework is due at the start of the scheduled class period. NO LATE WORK will be accepted.

D) You are expected to follow directions given and behave appropriately during class time.  All school policies will be enforced according to the student handbook.

E)  You are expected to be in the classroom prior to the bell ringing.  Otherwise, it is considered a tardy and school policy on tardies will be enforced.

1st Offense:  Teacher/Student contact and class consequence.

2nd Offense: Teacher/Student contact and class consequence.

3rd Offense: Teacher/Student contact and class consequence and phone call home.

4th and 5th:  Assigned detention after school.

6 or More:  The teacher will initiate a referral to the administrator and assign consequences.

G)  You may drink water at any time during class. The only food allowed in class will be fresh fruits/vegetables to promote healthy eating.  

School Attendance Policies will be enforced.  Make-up Work Policy is as follows:
Students are responsible for making up all quizzes, tests and assignments upon return from an absence (one day for every day of absence).  This refers only to work missed that was assigned on that day.  For example; a test is assigned for Friday and is announced on Monday.  You are absent Tuesday.  You must still take the test upon your return.  However, the work assigned on Tuesday will be allowed to be made up.  Students are expected to see me the day following their absence before school, after school or during advisement time (Wednesdays).  Make-up work will not be discussed during class.  Students should refer to their course syllabus and follow up by speaking with me.  Do not rely solely on your friends memory!!!
Anticipated absences (i.e. vacations, some school activities, etc.) must be prearranged prior t leaving. All work missed is due on the day of the student’s return to class.

Grading Procedures

Student’s grades consist of homework, assessments, projects, vocabulary quizzes and in class activities.  No late work will be accepted.  Each assignment will have a pre-assigned point value ranging from 10 points to 50 points. In general, tests will be worth 50-100 points.

The exam is 20% of the grade unless students complete CPR.

CPR stands for Cultural Participation Research.  This is a long term project that students complete on their own outside of class time. Students will have approximately 12 weeks to complete this project. They choose an item from a list of 250 topics. The purpose of this project is for students to make a connection with German language and culture. They complete the project which should take about 3 to 5 hours of outside class time. In order to receive credit, they must show evidence/proof of their project and complete a typed write-up that answers three basic questions (to be found on www.bloust.com/cparsons)

In addition, a parent signature with optional comments needs to be turned in.  I will not accept this project late. It is due on the set date. However, students may turn it in any time during the semester prior to the due date.  

Ponderosa High School uses Infinite Campus for a grading system. Students and parents may check their grades online from home.  Students should keep track of their grade via this service.    GRADES WILL NOT BE UPDATED ON A DAILY BASIS, RATHER A WEEKLY BASIS!  It is the student’s responsibility to check their grade online. I will not use class time to give updates.

Cell Phone Rules and Technology Rules

Ponderosa High School is part of a program called Bring Your Own Device (BYOD).  I am HIGHLY encouraging this as long as students are using their devices appropriately during class time and for the purpose indicated.  If students are using their devices on tests or inappropriately, they will receive a consequence.  If it is a continual problem, students may lose the privilege of using the device during class time. Students can always use paper/pencil to complete the assignments.  Although students are encouraged to bring their own device, they are also responsible for keeping track of their device. The school is not responsible if they misplace it, lose it or leave it somewhere and it is taken.

Reading Text messages and sending text messages is becoming more and more of a problem. 90% of the time, students tell me it is their parent/parents who are texting them in the middle of class.  However, I think they may be receiving texts from friends!  It is a distraction for the student. Although they think they are paying attention, rarely do they know what is going on when I call on them while texting. So this year, I want to make it clear, that cell phone use is NOT ALLOWED in German class unless we are using it for a classroom activity (students will use their phones for oral assessments).

1st Time-Warning





2nd Time-confiscate the phone for the class period.

3rd Time-confiscate the phone for the rest of the school day.



4th Time-Students will need to turn in their phone at the start of every class and it will be returned at the end of the class period for the remainder of the semester. If students refuse to turn in the phone, parent/student/teacher conference will be held to resolve the issue.
